On 15th May, 1961, at 9.00 a.m., a handful of stu-
dents made an unruly demonstration before the Admi-
nistrative Building in the University. This was the
climax of the series of disruptive activities in Nantah.

This small number of students refused to pay their
subscription to the Students’ Union. They professed
that they wanted to dissociate themselves from the
Students’ Union, although they knew that under the
Ordinance of Nanyang University, every student of
N.U. was per se a member of the Union.

The demonstrators then went so far as to clutch
banners, shout slogans and soon push their way into the
Administrative Office where they continued their cla-
mour and snarl heedless to the words of the authority.

The incident of May 15 had greatly shocked the
public and headlined the local press for several days.
These unruly elements who had deliberately planned,
instigated and sparked off such a disgraceful and infa-
mous event unprecedented in the history of Nantah,
were severely dealt with by the University’s Discipli-
nary Board.
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ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY WEEK
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ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY WEEK

The tradition of sponsoring a “University Week” cnce every two years was
established by the Nanyang University Students’ Union in 1959. The aims of
the University Week are: (1) to further the public’s understanding of Nantah, (2) to
encourage academic research and literature, (3) to develop Malayan conception.
For these purposes, the NUSU mobilizes all the undergraduates to participate in
all kinds of activities of the “University Week™” like exhibitions, forums and
variety concerts etc.

The University Weeks were successfully held in 1960 and 1962. They had
drawn a large crowd from the different sections of the society and the guests were
deeply impressed. The University Week has its other significance. It enables
the undergraduates to put their knowledge into practice to link up their studies with
the needs of the people and the country. Therefore, they are guided by the spirit
of patriotism in their academic pursuit, and in turn inspire the people with the
patriotic thoughts.

The University Weeks often meet many difficulties. There are slanders and
obstacles coming from the side of the Government and the enemies of the Nantah.
A concrete example of this is the Government’s refusal to issue us permit for the
publications of the University Week.
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The Nanyang University was established by the people of Malaya
and South-east Asia. It is a and the only “People’s University” in this
part of the world, as its existence and development depend entirely on
the moral and financial supports of the people. Since its birth, it has
received not a penny from the pro-colonial Government.

As the highest educational institution of the Chinese stream of edu-
cation, the Nanyang University has to grow and thrive under the hard
conditions of oppression and contempt. The autonomy and the academic
freedom of the University are often violated and abused by the Govern-
ment.

A vivid illustration of this is the mass arrest on 2nd February, 1963,
when several student leaders were arrested inside the Nantah and‘ several
publications of the Nantah including NUSU's organ “University® Tribune”
were banned by the Government.

The NUSU and the various societies of Nanyang University soon
applied for the new permits for their publications. After a delay of 3
months, the Government refused to issue the permits. The Government
has thus deprived us the rights of expression and academic freedom.

The publications of the Nantah have played an important role in
the development of the national culture. It stimulates the development
of Malayan conception and the growth of national literature, social science
and natural science. Every department of each faculty has its own so-
ciety. Besides, there are Dramatic Society, Photographical Society, So-
ciety of Chorus, etc. Every saciety has its own publication. Before the
ban imposed on the Nantah publications, the publications of the Nantah
were more than 30 in number The ban of the Nantah publications there-
fore has not only interfered the academic freedom but also handicaped
the development of national culture.

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On February 2, 1963, at midnight, the Special Branch men intruded our
University campus without hayving previously noticed the University aiuthority.
Without permission from the University authority, they came to the hostels to
arrest some Nanyang students. The student lcaders arrested included two vice-
presidents, the treasurer of the NUSU and the office-bearers of other student
societies of Nantah. The NUSU immediately issued a statement protesting against

this mass arrest by the Singapore P.A.P. Government and demanding immediate
open trial.
